by the Bureau of Public Procurement (BPP) or copy of interim Registration Report (IRR) as evidence of compliance

with the requirement.

. Bids must be in English Language and signed by an official authorized by the bidder.

7. All bids must be accompanied with a sworn affidavit disclosing that they do not have any Director who has been
convicted in any Country for any criminal offence relating to fraud or financial impropriety or criminal
misrepresentation or falsification of facts relating to any matter;

8. All bidders must accompany every bid with an affidavit disclosing whether or not any officer of the relevant
committees of Nigerian Ports Authority or Bureau of Public Procurement (BPP) is a former or present director,
shareholder or has any pecuniary interest in the bidder and confirm that all information presented in its bid are true
and correct in all particulars.

9. Evidence of three (3) similar projects executed in the last six (6) years including letters of awards, completion
certificates etc.

10. Company profile to include names, qualifications and experience of key personnel (Attach academic and
professional certificates).
